Changes to Facade Design

m Materials selection

¢ MEA (Materials and Equipment Acceptance)
procedures phased out in favor of the OTCR
(Office of Technical Certification and
Research), allowing materials listed by
nationally-recognized testing and evaluation
services to be used without prior NYC DOB
approval.




Changes to Facade Design

®m Wind [Load Standards

¢ New code section BC 1609 1s based on
IBC 2003 version and ASCE 7, but
simplifies calculations by limiting
exposures and coefficients to NYC-
specitic values.

¢ Retains options tor wind tunnel testing in
current codes.




Changes to Facade Design

® Sloped Glazing Design

¢ New code section BC 2405.3 allows
elimination of screens beneath heat-
strengthened or fully tempered glass
assemblies 1n limited situations.




Changes to Facade Design

m Flashing Design

¢ New code section BC 1405.3 requires
“Flashing with projecting flanges shall
be installed on both sides and the ends of
copings, under Sills and continuously
above projecting trim.”




Changes to Facade Administration

m NYC Local Law 11/98

¢ Local Law 38/07 amends section 27-129
of the administrative code as follows:
“No later than January I, 2009 the
commissioner shall by rule establish
staggered inspection cycles for buildings
required to comply with this section.”




Changes to Facade Administration

m NYC Local Law 11/98

+ New administrative code section 28-
201.2.2.2 establishes as a specified major
violation “Failure to perform required
facade, elevator and boiler inspections
and to file the required reports within the
applicable time period.”




Changes to Facade Administration

m “Special Inspections”

¢ New code Chapter 17 establishes “Special
Inspections”’, which replaces controlled
inspections and requires agencies (including
single persons) performing such inspections to
register with NYC DOB by submitting
qualifications such as I.A.S. accreditation or
ASTM E329-07 compliance.




Changes to Facade Administration

m New code Section BC 109.3 establishes
“Progress Inspections” category, including
new categories such as “Preliminary
Inspections” and “Energy Code
Compliance Inspections”’, and leading

ultimately to “Final Inspection’ (Directive
14/75).




Changes to Facade Administration

m Site Safety Plan

¢ New code Section BC 3310.3 requires
submission of a Site Safety Plan for
alteration of a facade of a “major
building” greater than 14 stories tall,

prior to 1ssuance ot a work permit.




Changes to Facade Administration

B Code Citations in Construction Documents

¢+ New administrative code section 28-104.7.5
requires citations of specific code sections in
construction documents. “In no case shall
terms such as “code compliant”, “approved”,
“legal” or similar terms be used in the
construction documents as a substitute for
specific reference to a particular code section,
approval or standard in order to show
compliance with code requirements or: other

applicable laws and rules.”



Changes to Facade Administration

m City Datum in Construction Documents

¢ New administrative code section 28-104.7.6
requires “All elevations noted in the
construction documents shall be referred to and
identified as the United States coast and
geodetic survey mean sea level datum of 1929
(national geodetic vertical datum, “NGVD”),
which is hereby established as the city
datum...”




Changes to Facade Administration

m Applicant statement requirements

¢ New administrative code section 28-104.8.1
requires submission of “signed and sealed
statements by the applicant” certifying aspects
of the rent stabilization status of the property,
or the owner’s notification of the New York
state division of housing and community
renewal of intentions to file plans and his
compliance with regulations.




Changes to Facade Administration

m Identification of Materials in Construction
Documents

+ New administrative code section 28-104.7.8
requires “Construction documents shall identify
all materials proposed to be used, including
identification of the test standard to which they
conform, and where applicable, supporting
information or test data from the manufacturer
attesting to such conformance.




Changes to Facade Administration

m Energy Code compliance requirement 1n
construction documents

+ New administrative code section 28-
104.7.9 requires that all applications for
approval of construction documents
“shall contain all information required to
demonstrate compliance with the energy
conservation code of New York state.”




Changes to Facade Administration

m Tenant protection plan requirement

+ New administrative code section 28-
104.8.4 requires “Construction
documents for alterations of buildings in
which any dwelling unit will be occupied
during construction shall include a tenant
protection plan.”




Changes to Facade Administration

® Tenant protection plan requirement

+ New administrative code section 28-104.8.4 requires
“Such plan shall contain a statement that the building
contains dwelling units that will be occupied during
construction and shall indicate in sufficient detail the
specific units that are or may be occupied during
construction, the means and methods to be employed to
safeguard the safety and health of the occupants,
including, where applicable, details such as temporary
fire-rated assemblies, opening protectives, or duct
containment procedures.”




Changes to Facade Administration

B Asbestos Project requirements

+ New administrative code section 28-106.3 requires
“The commissioner shall not approve construction
documents for work that constitutes an asbestos project
and for which an asbestos inspection report is required
unless the applicant at the time of application and prior
to approval of the construction documents. certifies on

forms prescribed by the commissioner that the
applicant is familiar with federal, state and local laws
and regulations applicable to asbestos related work.”




Changes to Facade Administration

m Fire Protection Plan requirement

+ New administrative code section 28-109.1
requires “New building and alteration
applications for covered buildings as set forth
in section 28-109.2 shall include a fire
protection plan prepared by or under the
supervision of a registered design professional
who shall professionally certify such plan.”




Changes to Facade Administration

m Fire Protection Plan requirement

+ New administrative code section 28-
109.1 requires “Such plan shall be
approved by the department and the fire
department prior to issuance of a
certificate of occupancy, a temporary
certificate of occupancy or a letter of
completion, as applicable.”
